This is the excerpt of the email from WVBEC regarding the NON APPROVAL of the Ethics Session specifically for Ethics- It still counts for overall LPC hours.  We attempt to have as many sessions approved for as many disciplines as possible but ultimately approval rests with each board and as a conference FOR ADDICTIONS PROFESSIONALS we make those approvals a priority.  
From Roxanne & Jean Ann       Susie, Jean Ann and I have talked at length about this ethical offering. We have reviewed the rule, Series 3, Renewal Rule that refers to the 3 hour ACA ethics requirement and we have reviewed all the materials you submitted. Susie, we understand that we did approve the training you submitted to us in June which we now realize was a mistake and we do apologize for mudding the waters, so to speak. Jean Ann and I believe we got caught up in trying to accommodate the LPC but in reality, that is not our job. We are mandated by law to uphold the code and rules of counseling licensure in order to protect the public and that is what we need to do in this instance and for all ethical offerings in the future.
Therefore, from this point forward all ethical offerings will be three hours based on the American Counseling Association code of ethics. Just as it states in the rule, the three hours in the training shall follow the adopted ethical code of the rule. It does not state that it will be compared or contrasted with other codes and if an LPC needs to understand how other ethical codes are similar to the ACA code then that will have to be in another offering that will not count for ethical hours but can count for regular hours.
That is where we are with your current offering. It can be counted for regular continuing education hours but not for LPC ethical hours. 
We have been told in the past that this is short sighted and boring. It is not considered short sighted and boring to the LPC that has a complaint filed against their license and finds out that the only Code the Board will use to determine the potential outcome of their livelihood is the American Counseling Association code of ethics.

All workshops included on your 'LPC/Psych checklist' are approved toward the overall LPC hours, and below is a breakdown of those trainings not approved and your ALPS and Ethics trainings: 

Certification Panel Q & A is not approved for LPC CE. 

Meditation and Yoga for the 12 Steps  is not approved for LPC CE. 

Advanced Clinical Supervision: One Head, Many Hats is approved for 3 ALPS hours.

 Ethics is not approved for LPC Ethics renewal requirement, however, can be applied toward the overall LPC CE.  All 3 hours of training is not based on the ACA Code of ethics, per the requirement of Series 3, Renewal Rule.  Susie, I talked with Jean Ann about this training and would like to suggest that Alcohol and Drug Abuse Counselors may indeed take this training and use it to count toward the overall LPC CE hours, however, if WVAADC would like to include 'LPC ethics' in their future conferences to be sure all 3 hours of training are committed to teaching on the ACA Code and of course the presenter be an LPC such as yourself.
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
